


Public transport

Invest in high quality public transportation for all
modes to provide a real choice to the private car — it
will create a safer and better environment, reduce
areas for parking and the carbon footprint. Make a
significant ‘upfront” commitment

Environmental technologies
Environmental technologies are tried and tested
(some over 30/40 years) — district heating, waste
collection and waste to energy technologies

are accepted as the ‘norm’ by the consumer in
Scandinavia

Integration

Make integration (social and physical) with existing
communities a priority objective in the planning
process. Plan for all ages and groups and make sure
there is flexibility built in for changes in the future.
Integrate employment and housing

Resources

Provide the resources to manage the projects —
achieving the high standards requires a serious
commitment to managing architects and developers
and community liaison for the duration of projects

Development Framework

Also make sure there is a clear development
framework and a joined up one stop shop approach
to planning and development control. Securing
control of the land is very important to control the
type and quality of development

Key drivers

A major event of international significance is
important to provide a focus and galvanise action.

A (failed) Olympic bid at Hammarby, Expo 2001

at Malmo and 35,000 job losses through the port
decline and closure of General Motors manufacturing
plant were key drivers

Stakeholder support
Clear and unambiguous stakeholder support from all
of the key players is crucial — from the top down
